There is no particular textbook for this course but you will read a lot of articles from various sources for the topics that will be discussed in the course.  
Course Description
This course is designed to provide an overview of alternative methodologies in conducting research in the field of management.  Topics covered in the course are organized in terms of stages of the research process, beginning with what management research is about and how to frame research questions, moving to the merits of alternative research methods, then procedures and issues for collecting and analyzing data, and concluding with writing up a research article.   This sequence is designed for graduate research students who intend to conduct research publishable in scholarly journals.  

Approach
Topics to be discussed in this course will be approached using a combination of lectures and discussion.  Each class will include an overview of the assigned topics and readings and discussion of questions raised in class.  Students are expected to be prepared to initiate discussion based on issues from the assigned topics and readings and to contribute their view and/or analysis to the discussion. 

Readings
Readings will be assigned to each and every topic discussed in class. Although many of the readings are from or related to the Information Systems (IS) discipline, the issues presented and discussed in the readings are applicable to the “big” management field in general. You are advised to use the readings as not just material used in the course but also a “starting pint” for you to pursue the topics further in your PhD journey.

Course Grading
Grading will be based on two equally weighted components: class discussion and an individual written assignment to be handed in two weeks after the last day of teaching.  Details of the assignment will be given later in the course.
