Course objective

    The Objective of this course is to introduce the student to both the theory and the practice of Microeconomics. For students intending to do further work in management, this course will lay the basic foundation of concepts used in advanced courses.
Achieving the objective

The theory of Microeconomics will be covered by lecture sessions which will comprise about 70% of the class hours. These lectures will be based on the material contained in the text book which has a theoretical orientation. The practice of Microeconomics will be analyzed by problems discussions which will comprise about 30% of the class hours.

    Experience has shown that an efficient way to study the course material, particularly the quantitative part, is by solving problems related to the theory and its application. Some of these will be discussed in class. The students should do all the assigned problems.
